The 

School Games Mark is an Award Scheme that is aimed to reward schools for their 

commitment to the development of competition across schools and the local community. 

All our children have competed in termly intra-house competitions; every class has attended 

at least one festival (many two) or tournament where they have competed with or against 

other local schools. Our sports premium grant has enabled us to pay for transport to and 

from these events. All our classes have also been taught by specialist sport coaches 

throughout the year. We achieved Silver in 2015/2016 so we are delighted to retain this 

award. We will now aim for Gold!
